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ABSTRACT
This study entitled Improving Students’ Reading Comprehension in Narrative Text by using Anticipation Guides for Students of Communication Study Program of Unidknas University year 2017/2018. This study uses to analyze the four major skills to be mastered by the learners, namely listening, speaking, reading, and writing. The standard competency is the general competency that should be mastered by the school graduates. The basic competency is the minimum competency that should be mastered by the students in learning a certain subject. One standard competency consists of several basic competencies. To know whether the students have achieved the basic competency, the teacher needs to refer to some indicator. One basic competency can be developed into some indicators. The subject of this study is the 40 students of Communication Study Program in Undiknas University in academic year 2017/2018. The research design of this study was action research based on Kemmis and Mc Taggart (1988) design. Richards and Plat & Plat (1999) as cited by Adnyani (2001) defined action research as a teacher initiated classroom research that seeks to increase the teacher’s understanding of classroom teaching and learning and to bring about improvements in classroom practices. The result of this study shows that there were two types of data obtained during the research namely, quantitative and qualitative data. The quantitative data was shown from the score obtained by the students in the pretest; post test I and post test II. Those data were shown in the form of tables and diagram and they were interpreted descriptively. The qualitative data were obtained from both the analysis of the diary in every session of the two cycles and also from the questionnaire which was applied to the students.
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INTRODUCTION
  In teaching English as a foreign language, there are four major skills to be mastered by the learners, namely listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Moreover, the students should achieve standard competency and basic competency that clearly stated in this curriculum. The standard competency is the general competency that should be mastered by the school graduates. The basic competency is the minimum competency that should be mastered by the students in learning a certain subject. One standard competency consists of several basic competencies. To know whether the students have achieved the basic competency, the teacher needs to refer to some indicator. One basic competency can be developed into some indicators.



Reading as one of the four major skills needs a complex process. According to Power (2002:1) reading is a transaction between the text and the readers. As the readers read, they search for and construct meaning based on what they bring to the text and what the text bring to them. Furthermore, the commission on reading of the national council of teacher of English (2005) as cited in Sonia (2005:1) stated that, reading is a complex and purposeful socio cultural, cognitive and linguistic process in which the readers simultaneously use their knowledge of spoken and written language, their knowledge of the topic of the text and their knowledge of their culture to construct meaning with text.  It shows that in reading process, the readers will involve their prior knowledge to be able to comprehend the text.

According to Mattis, K (2000) one of the most significant problems in reading comprehension is that, the reader is unable to decode the written word. Furthermore, he also said that in decoding written word, the reader must be able to integrate what he is reading with his foreknowledge. Foreknowledge or prior knowledge is the range of one’s existing knowledge and experience. If one reads something that cannot directly connected with his or her foreknowledge, one cannot decode the content of the message. Imagination plays a role in decoding. It is doubtful whether a person really understands something unless he is able to think about it in terms of pictures (Coiro, 2004: 3). When reading activity is being conducted, the words and thought comprising the message, call the images in readers’ mind eye. If the readers read something unfamiliar, the mind’s eye of the readers will not make any sense.

		Based on the statements above, in relation with the reading activities conducted in the classroom, the teacher should activate their prior knowledge before they read a text. According to Sui Liam (2003) prior knowledge of the students can be activate by using certain guidance from the teacher and let the students to share their knowledge with their friends. It implies that in reading activities, it is important to create cooperative reading. Cooperative reading possibly creates the students to share their knowledge with others. By working cooperatively in discussing certain reading text, the students are able to comprehend the texts. 

		As a matter of fact, students still face great difficulty in comprehending the text. The role of teacher as the facilitator in the teaching and learning process is very important to find out what factors that make the students fail to comprehend the text. The basic element for comprehension is knowledge. In other words, it can be said that in order to be able to comprehend a printed material, one should be able to use the background knowledge possessed and relate it with the new information as he reads. From the writer’s observation in Undiknas University for three month, the students’ problem is in comprehending narrative text. Comprehending narrative text includes finding the generic structure of the narrative text and the message behind the text. 

THEORETICAL REVIEW
1 The Definition of Anticipation Guides
An Anticipation Guides is a series of statement, usually between five to ten, to which student must respond individually before reading certain text (Coiro, 2001:1) The statement are design in such a way as to activate thought about particular ideas that will be introduced in the text about to be read. This strategy is a pre-reading strategy in which is used to activate their prior knowledge before reading a text. The statement in the Anticipation Guide can be true or false, agree or disagree, like or dislike, etc based on the purpose. A good Anticipation Guides should be includes statement that provoke disagreement and challenge students’ beliefs about the topic (Coiro, 2004:1).
1. The purpose in using Anticipation Guides
There are two primary purposes in using Anticipation Guides stated in 
· It is used to elicit students’ prior knowledge of the topic of the text.
· Set a purpose of reading. Students read to gather evidence that will either confirm their initial beliefs or cause them to rethink about those beliefs.


2. The Steps in Creating an Anticipation Guides
According to Vacca and Vacca (1989) stated in Coiro (2004:2) the steps in creating an Anticipation Guide can be seen as follows.
· Analyze the material to be read. Determine the major ideas-implicit or explicit to which the students will interact.
· Write the ideas in short and declarative statements. These statements should be in some way reflecting the world that the students live in or know about.
· Put the statements into a format that will elicit anticipation and prediction.
· Discuss readers ‘predictions and anticipation prior to reading the text selection.
· Assign the text selection. Have the students evaluate the statement in light of the purpose.
· Encourage the students to revisit the text and the Anticipation Guides to reflect on their earlier predictions and feeling about the issues or ideas compared to their feelings after they have read the text and heard other perspective.
3. The disadvantages in Using Anticipation Guides
The disadvantages of using Anticipation Guides can be seen as follows.
A. It will be difficult for students if they lack of have prior knowledge in giving responses to the Anticipation Guides.
B. It will be difficult to manage the class if it is done in a group. It cannot guarantee that the all students think about the statements in the Anticipation Guides if it is done in a group.
In relation to this study, the researcher attempted to overcome those problems by the following steps:
· The reading material should be appropriate to the students’ level or based on the curriculum and students’ handbook.
· In making statement, the teacher should pay more attention to the tips of writing the statement that have been mentioned previously.
· In applying this strategy, it is better to ask the students to response the Anticipation Guides individually, not in group.

2 Empirical Review
		Coiro(2001:2) in her article stated that many teachers in Canada use Anticipation Guides in Teaching Reading. This technique is mostly applied in Junior High School especially in teaching literacy text. Anticipation Guides are successfully applied in conducting the reading activities. This strategy really helps the students to activate their prior knowledge before reading a certain text. Jenifer Moore also stated that, Anticipation Guide is also applied with longer pieces such as, novels. It can help the students to anticipate their felling about some issues and characters in the novels. Some teachers break a novel into sections and create guides that stress students’ predictions and validation of events before and after the chapter. Coiro also stated that although the Anticipation Guides involves high level thinking for middle and high school students, elementary schools students are successfully using the Anticipation Guides. 

This strategy had been also implemented in senior high school by Sumaryani in her thesis entitled “An Experimental Study of Using Anticipation Guide and Possible Sentences Strategies in Reading Comprehension of the Eleventh year Students of SMA Laboratorium IKIP Negeri Singaraja in the Academic Year 2005/2006.” In this thesis, the Anticipation Guide is very effective to be used in reading comprehension. The result of the study shows that the mean score of the experimental group which is treated by Anticipation Guide Strategy was 7. 83 meanwhile the result of the control group which was treated by using possible sentences strategy is 7. 43. It means that the Anticipation Guide strategy has been successfully implemented in Undergraduate School. Therefore, in conducting this research, the researcher is very optimist that the Anticipation Guides strategy could be used to improve the students’ reading achievement in Management Class of Undiknas University.




RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
1. Subject of the Study
The subjects of this study were the students of Communication Study Program in academic year 2017/2018. The class consists of 40 students. These subjects were chosen due to the result of interview toward both the English teacher and the students which showed that the students still have problems in English especially in reading.

2. Research design
The research design of this study was action research based on Kemmis and Mc Taggart (1988) design. Richards and Plat & Plat (1999) as cited by Adnyani (2001) defined action research as a teacher initiated classroom research that seeks to increase the teacher’s understanding of classroom teaching and learning and to bring about improvements in classroom practices. Moreover, according to Celce-Murcia (2001:490) action research is an approach of collecting data and interpreting data that involves a clear repeated cycle of procedures. She also state that the researcher will begin by planning an action to address problem. The next step is systematic observation of the outcomes of the action. Before observing, the researcher reflects the outcome and plans a subsequent action, in which the cycle begins again.
		Moreover, Zuber-Skerrit (1996) as cited in Budiadnyana (2004:26) explained that the process of action research is a cyclical or spiral process where each cycle consists of planning, action, observation, and reflection. It usually leads to revised or totally a new plan and the continuation of the action research process in the second cycle and so on until the students’ achievement have reached a particular limitation as purposed. It is also supported by Kemmis and Mc Taggart (1988) as cited in Minanda (2007:25) stated that action-based research involves four steps of a cyclical process namely, planning, action, observation, and reflection. This study had been conducted in several cycles in which each cycle consists of four sessions; three sessions were intended for the treatments, while one session was intended for the test.



3. Research Procedures
Based on what had been stated previously, this study was an action research which consists of planning, action, observation, and reflection. The descriptions of each cycle can be explained as follows:

1. Planning
In planning stage, the purpose was to prepare everything that was needed to collect data for each meeting in each cycle. 
2. Action
The action conducted in this study involved teaching and learning process. 
3. Observation 
Observation was conducted to find out the result of the action. The evaluation had been done both during the process and after the process of teaching and learning. During the process, the students had been evaluated based on their activities in the classroom, such as being active in comprehending the text. The evaluation that had been done at the end of each cycle by asking students if any of them changed their mind about their positions on each statement and ask them why they changed their choice. 
4. Reflection
Reflection was conducted at the end of the action. In this stage, the researcher tried to look up and understand the process, identified the weaknesses of the action based on the result of the observation and draw conclusion. The researcher analyzed the results and the evaluation of the observation and found out the improvement in students’ ability after the action phase. The improvement of the next action was decided from the results and the evaluation. From the results of observation, the scores obtained by the students and the result of questionnaires could be used as a consideration for the researcher to decide whether to continue the treatment or not.




4. Data collection
1. Instrument
Instruments were a mean for gathering the data. Researcher used some instruments in gathering data in this study, especially to know the effectiveness of Anticipation Guide strategy in improving students’ achievement of second year students in senior high school’. There were five instruments that had been used in this study.
a. Researcher’s Diary
The researcher’s diary was in the form of unstructured observation sheet. The data from the researcher’s diary would be in the form of observation note about what was happen as well as the problems occur during the teaching and learning process. Its analysis would not use a formula. The data obtained from the researcher’s diary was in the form of qualitative data. The researcher just examines and thinks why these problems occur so that the researcher could make a decision about what should be done to minimize these problems in order to get better result in the next cycle.
b. Questionnaire	
Researcher used the questionnaire as one of instruments to find out the students’ responses toward the use of Anticipation Guide strategy in reading class. Researcher gave the same questionnaire for the students in order to know whether or not the students’ responses toward the application of Anticipation Guide strategy changed through the cycles. Students answered 10 questions by choosing one of two options in answering all questions in questionnaire sheets by choosing yes or no. 
c. Tests 
			    The test were divided into two tests, those were pre test and post test. The pre test was administered before treatment. It was intended to  know the students achievement in mastering reading comprehension before the treatment given. The post test was administered at the end of each cycle in order to know the result of learning after the implementatin of Anticipation Guides had been carried out. Those tests were in the form of multiple choice items consisting of twenty items. 


5. Data Analysis
After collecting the data, the researcher analyzed the data descriptively in order to find out the mean score of the pre-test on reading comprehension and post-test on reading comprehension to know the effectiveness of this strategy. The mean of the pre-test would be compared to the mean of the post-test 1 and post-test 2 for the purpose of knowing the effectiveness of the action. The result of the analysis then would be used to determine whether the students’ achievement in reading comprehension could be significant or not. The data which were obtained from the questionnaire would be percentaged and analyzed descriptively by using this following formula: The result of questionnaire gave information to the researcher about how students’ feeling when researcher applied this strategy and to know students’ feeling of effectiveness in improving their achievement in their reading class. 

FINDING AND DISCUSSION
Reading Problem and Sources
	In this stage the researcher gave the students a test. The pre test was conducted to the students before the treatment was given in order to investigate the students’ reading competency as well as to find out the students’ problem in reading lesson. During the pre test, the researcher was not only paid attention to the students’ reading competency, but also recorded their activities during the test by using teacher’s diary. Based on the researcher’s diary, the classroom situation was noisy at the beginning when the researcher distributed the test. The students looked panic and did not seem to be interested in answering the test. They complained and said that they were not ready for it, but after the researcher explained that the test is used to know their initial reading competency, they stop complaining and prepared to answer the test.
	The students tried to answer the test. They did the test seriously, but some of them missed behave and became trouble makers. Those who were sitting at the back tried to cheat from one another. Some students also tried to find the meaning of difficult words in the dictionary. Then, the researcher reminded the students to do the test without consulting their dictionary or cheating from their friends. When answered the test, the students looked frustrated and tried hard to answer the test. They seemed to face difficulty in answering the items. Most of them seemed to give up to read the text but after that they back tried to read and found the answer. During the observation, the researcher also found that the students not read all the sentences in the text. They just read the sentences which are related to the questions.
	When the time was over, the researcher asked the students to submit their work. The students then submitted their work while complaining that they think hard to answer it. Based on the findings of the pre test, the researcher found that the majority of the students still encountered problem in reading and had low reading competency. The highest score in the pre test was 60 and the lowest score was 15. There was only 1 student who got 60 (sufficient) and 4 students got 55 (sufficient). Additionally 31 out of 36 students got score below 55 (sufficient). The students’ mean score was 42.6 or 42.6% from the maximum score. This score was insufficient and did not reach the standard score which was 70 or 70% of the maximum score. Considering the result of teacher’s diary, the students failed to get high score in the pre test because they did not tried to understand or comprehend what the text was about. They just read the sentences which were related with the question. 
They did not realize that other sentences also gave information that can influence their answer. Based on the score of the pre test result, it can be said that the students’ reading competency was insufficient or low. The result of the pre test showed that almost all students in this class got less than 60. From the interview with the students, most of them reported that they did not like reading because it was difficult to understand the whole text without consulting the dictionary. Besides, the teacher did not guide them to understand what the text was about. The teacher only asked the students to read the text and found difficult word in dictionary, and then answered the exercise. Most of the students in this class did not relate the information that they already know to the text that they are going to read. They said that it was not important to do it. This situation made the students confused and difficult in finding the word meaning and phrase in the text. Moreover, they could not find the main idea and specific information the text. With regard to the poor result mentioned above, the researcher then decided to give treatment by using Anticipation reading Guides in order to improve the students’ reading competency. 
From the result of the questionnaire, it was known that the students’ response toward the application of Anticipatory Reading Guide was positive. They said that the technique helped them to find out the main idea, specific information, textual reference and word meaning in the text. The most important thing, it could help them in finding their background knowledge related to the text. Thus, they were not difficult to comprehend the text. However, the students felt that their chance to discuss their prediction before reading was limited. This condition perhaps because they just have chance to discuss in pairs not in group.


CONCLUSION 
1. Conclusion 
Based on the findings and discussion presented in chapter IV, the researcher concluded that the application of Anticipation Guides could improve the students’ reading competency of the ninth grade students of Management Class. The improvement of students’ reading competency could clearly be seen from the comparison of the result of there tests conducted in this study. The result of the pre testy showed that students’ mean score was 42.62% which was categorized as insufficient. Then the result of  mean score in the post test I increased becomes 60.13% which was categorized as sufficient. For the better result the researcher conducted next cycle and gave post test II. The result of post test II showed that the  students mean score was 72.77% and categorized as good in term of level of mastery. This evidence suggested that the students had already achieved the standard score that is 70.00.
Besides the result of the test above, the fact about the improvement of student’ reading competency was also supported by the result of questionnaire. The majority of the students showed positive response and said that the technique was helpful to improve their reading competency. The above fact suggest that Anticipation Guides could improve the students’ reading competency. In addition, to improvement in achievement, there was an improvement of the process of teaching and learning though this technique. The quality of the students’ response toward the Anticipation Guides was improved from cycle I to  cycle II. They tried to use their own words to support their prediction that just copied from the text. In terms of students’ attitude, there was also an improvement. They become serious and were more motivated in Following the activity during the process of teaching and learning.

2. Suggestion 
Based on the result of the researcher finding and observation in this study, there are some suggestions are addressed to the teacher, the students and other researchers, as Follows.
· For the teacher 
The researcher suggests to the teachers to apply Anticipation Guides as an alternative way in teaching reading since this strategy could help them to guide the students achieved the indicators in reading. 
· For the students 
It is that they can try Anticipation Guides in reading since it can help them to achieve the indicators of reading by using prior knowledge as a medium.
· For researcher 
It is suggested to other researcher to conduct further and deeper research as well as to expand this research not only for teaching reading but also in other language skills like writing and vocabulary.
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
